For those of you who missed the meeting, here are the general things that were discussed.  If you have any questions please see me or another board member and we will be happy to fill you in!  Also please continue to brainstorm of fundraiser ideas for AAZK-Detroit if we do indeed lose Zoo Boo this year or in the future.  Please let us know what you come up with!

· SSA got a new contract with the zoo that is a no-conflict contract.  As a result it is possible that we will lose Zoo Boo as a fundraiser since we are selling food there.  We need to think of other ideas for a large fundraiser.  SSA has agreed to help us put it on by giving discounts on the foodservice and staff if that will be needed. 

· We need to send in our money for re-charter.  Since we have 26+ members, we owe $350 for re-charter.  We also have a choice of our duty payment.  Cindy recommends we give a total of $1000 so that we will be at the Silver level this year since our chapter is doing well and we were voted chapter of the year. 

· BFR will be done by committee this year unless we have a volunteer to be the chairperson.  If we have a chairperson, the money will be pooled under that person’s name so that they will have the chance to get the trip.  If it is done by committee, the highest money raiser on the committee will be the one selected. 

· Motion to allocate a total of $1000 for our re-charter and duty fees for this year.  Kelly amended the motion to state that we have 3 figures which 350 will go to re-charter, $650 in a lump sum to National, and $250 to go to underwriting the AAZK professional development committee ($1250 re-charter and duty fees total).  Motion was carried
